The Jews of India know nothing of the Torah and keep no laws except

Growing up as a Bene Israel Indian Jew in Bombay during the 1970s,
I had the lucky occasion, while a young boy, to visit a Jewish family
from my community living in an Indian village set deep down along
the shores of India's ravishing Konkan coast.

A long and roughshod diesel bus ride led from the city to Revdanda,
the sleepy hamlet where my grandmother had been born, and where
we were to attend one of the last Jewish weddings to be held at the old
Indian-style synagogue, as most of the Bene Israel Jews had already
migrated to greener pastures in Bombay and beyond by the time of
my visit in 1978.

The Bene Israel Indian Jewish family hosting us still practiced the
ancestral trade assigned to them by their Hindu neighbours, that of
pressing oil from various seeds brought to them by the local villagers.

The Bene Israel Jews of India were in fact called the Shanwar Telis or
Saturday Oilmen, since they did not work on the Sabbath.






What I remember most vividly were the majestic blindfolded milk
white bullocks patiently going around in endless circles, with a wooden
contraption rigged up to pull an enormous stone wheel over lined
stone grooves crushing raw peanuts to extract fresh oil pouring from
the receptacles carved and inset into the lower part of the oil press.

I stayed for a week with the family, learning to help them feed and
clean the bullocks in their stalls. The bullocks rested together with us
on the Sabbath.

These holy animals were our Golems, walking in circles, grinding seed
to make the pure and fragrant oil we had traded for more than 2000
years, to live long and prosper during our endless days of exile.

Cut off from the Jewish mainstream ever since the destruction of the
1st Temple in Jerusalem, all we had preserved after being shipwrecked
on the western coast of India more than 2 millennia ago were the
Jewish customs of Shema, Shabbat, Circumcision, Kashrut and Fasting
on Yom Kippur, our holiest day of repentance before God.

Even Maimonides had somehow gotten wind of our situation and
mentions the Jews of India. His beloved brother David had tragically
perished at sea on a trading trip to India from Cairo via Aden.

Later, Garcia da Orta, the Portuguese governor of Bombay, Good Bay,
who was Jewish, might have stumbled upon the Bene Israel Jews during
his extensive botanical surveys of the coasts of India, but luckily,

he did not snitch on us to his inquisitive masters back in Lisbon,
otherwise I would not be here writing this sentence.
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Go you forth from your land and your birthplace and your father's house to
the Land I will show you
Genesis 12:1

As a teenager in Bombay I found myself sitting in the front row of an inter-
religious conference on Yoga where the Dalai Lama was the chief guest.

I was allowed to ask him a question, which I don't remember, but he
answered wittily that I would have to become a Tibetan Buddhist to find out
the answer. Everyone laughed. I doubt if the Dalai Lama knew I was Jewish,
but my inner response was:

No, there has to be a homegrown path of meditation in Judaism!

This reinforced a circuitous maze of spiritual seeking through influence and
detection by encounters with the works of E. F. Schumacher and Allan Bloom
to Maurice Nicoll and Leo Strauss and through on to George Gurdjieff and
Abraham Abulafia, with a dollop of Andrey Tarkovsky's Stalker thrown in for
good measure.
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At 18 I left India for Israel, flying from Bombay to Tel Aviv via Paris, just in time for the first
Gulf war. I learnt Hebrew at Tel Aviv University during a memorable summer in 1990 and
began finding my way in my old new homeland. But Abraham Abulafia's astounding
complex of spiritual ideas eventually became my soul's sustenance and solace.

While in the midst of translating Abraham Abulafia's magnum opus Light of Consciousness
(Messina, 1285) into English as a way of provisioning a missing cultural link for my earlier
seeking self, I became acutely aware that Sefer Yesira was even more central for Abulafia
than he already explicitly admits to in all of his own writings, 3 of which are themselves
direct commentaries on this work.

This is why I thought it essential and important to make a detour in my intellectual
journey by producing a new English translation of Sefer Yesira, to help serve as a reliable
foundation for understanding Abulafia's thought, access to which is indispensable for any
serious seeker of Judaism.

Sefer Yesira is traditionally attributed to Abraham, who found God, and made and saved souls.

Sefer Yesira is itself the Golem conceived by Abraham, engraving letters onto matter

to activate human creativity.

The Jewish Talmud, in a passage directly quoted by the Muslim Quran, enjoins us

to do what Abraham did:

For this reason was man created a circumscribed being: to teach you that whosoever
destroys a single life, scripture imputes guilt to him as if he had destroyed a whole world,
and whosoever saves a single life, scripture ascribes merit to him as if he had saved an entire
universe

God must be a Hollywood movie producer.
This is the inexorable conclusion translating Sefer Yesira has led me to.

Sefer Yesira, the Book of Creativity, is a foundational text of Jewish
Kabbalah, its teachings constituting the esoteric core of Judaism.

Sefer Yesira's cryptic text weaves together the 22 elemental Hebrew
letters and 10 enumerations whose combinations and permutations
purport to enmesh the bedrock and spring of all worlds, experiences
and languages.

Sefer Yesira proclaims to us that letters and numbers are the natural
tools used by God to bring creation into existence.

Counted language is the Golemic garment of our embodied perception
of reality, framing and filtering the active weaving of our consciousness
onto the being of the Universe.






Composed in the foggy mists of Levantine time by an unknown Hebrew author,
what is the inevitable allure of this short, laconic, compressed seed of a
composition, which first comes to the light of history as a scroll or rotulus dating
to the 7th century Land of Israel, discovered in the Cairo Geniza?

For one can find better myths in Genesis, better poetry in Kohelet,

better philosophy in Job, better prophecies in Jeremiah, better visions in Ezekiel
and better lore in the Talmud, all of which scriptures Sefer Yesira quotes from
or alludes to.

Sefer Yesira's true attraction seems to lie in its secret teaching and magical
technique, already known to Rashi in the 11th century, of attempting to deploy
language to make matter conscious, while acting as a powerful generative
prompt to unlock combinatorial creativity in the reader.
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Creativity happens when two different older things meet, love, and exchange
energies, giving life to a newer and non-obvious third thing.

The creation of a child, the culmination of Judaism's primary commandment to be
fruitful and multiply, is the perfect instantiation of and metaphor for creativity.

Combinatorial Creativity can be defined as the generation of an interesting diversity
of innovative outputs by the algorithmic deployment of a few simple rules.

The concept of stops or braking also appears in Sefer Yesira, as a reminder to limit and
select from the dazzling diversity of combined inputs and to invest a particular form
upon the creative output.

The following seminal sentences formulated by Sefer Yesira seeded a fertile flurry of
isophephic innovation:

22 letters

set in a wheel
the wheel whirls
to and fro

This is the mark

nothing better

beyond bliss (ANGelic, delight, pleasure)
nought bad

below blight (AGoNy, dolour, plague)



Make your own Sefer Yesira volvelle by photocopying this page multiple times

and cutting out the inner ring of circles to layer and revolve upon the base circle



Sefer Yesira's supremely inventive and ergetic step of combining
letters by employing nested circles set in a wheel is manifested in
the analog device of the volvelle.

Such an implement was probably included with the initial text of
Sefer Yesira, whose current structure preserves skeletal traces of an
anthropomorphic grimoire that combines and pronounces letters.

Sefer Yesira is structured into 3 parts corresponding to head, heart
and stomach, representing ideas, practice and embodiment.

In a way, the spherical end points of our fingers are the Sefirot or
counts, marking a decad of numbers.

Sefer Yesira adds together the 10 fingers of our hands and feet,
making 20. The tongue and the phallus or yoni centered between
them total 22, the number of letters in the Hebrew alphabet.

The 221 (or 231) gates that Sefer Yesira says result from the wheel
refer to a set of non-repeating 2 letter combinations of the 22
letters of the Hebrew alphabet.

Sefer Yesira's technique of generating all possible letter
combinations represents the mixing together of all possible
realities, since Sefer Yesira posits that all manifestation is itself
constituted from natural Hebrew letters.

By ritually pronouncing these combinations, the adept previews
all potential existences.






The chthonic magic of Sefer Yesira involved revolving and pronouncing a
wheelvelle of the 22 letters of the Hebrew alphabet to combine and
permute the acronymic name of a creature sculpted from virgin clay desired
to be enlivened, together with the 4 letters of the divine Tetragrammaton,
YHVH, and the Hebrew vowels AEEIOU: Kamatz, Patah, Tsere, Hirik, Holam,
Segol, Qibbutz and Shurek.

Early Kabbalistic commentaries on Sefer Yesira by Rabbi Eleazar of Worms
and Abraham Abulafia provided detailed instructional techniques to
accomplish the complex letter combination meditations encoded in this
magical text.

These spiritual exercises were meant to defamiliarize and disassociate an
adept from their normative imbibing of reality, changing their state of
consciousness by inducing ecstatic experiences and opening a receptive
channel to personal prophetic revelations.

The intense practice of combining letters, which is the key to Sefer Yesira,
also creates the mental space for intellectual serendipities and inventive
connections among those who encounter and are enchanted by

Sefer Yesira's combinatory charms.

This revolutionary path propounded by Sefer Yesira helps us actively disrupt
and overclock our rational mind, which uses conventional language by
default to order our thoughts, refactoring us awake into a stunned state of
paradoxically wordless witnessing awareness, being simply yet profoundly
present to observe the thin film of organic life on Earth that we are privy by
birth to participate in.
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Prof. Meir Bar Ilan has proposed that Sefer Yesira's overall textual structure
itself constitutes a wheel, consisting of a 12-part outer circle of the stars of
the Zodaic, with inner wheels further divided into 7 planets and 3 elements,
all of which are conjoined with one of the 22 letters of the Hebrew alphabet.

Sefer Yesira's public appearance upon the wider historical stage in the 10th
century served as a trigger for a diverse plethora of interesting Jewish
commentaries interpreting it: scientific, astral and magical.

Sefer Yesira was destined to deeply impact Llull and Pico, setting up an
unlikely path to the inception of modern science and computing via Bruno
and Leibniz.
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Sefer Yesira's wondrously polyvalent language is already
apparent in its first sentence:

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In the interregnums between the iron swords of history's wars, Sefer Yesira remains
the pointer on the scales of trade in the bazaar of ideas.

She is a reassuring scribal presence, weaving us with her words and letters into
connecting with the constant rhythms of body, time and universe.

Sefer Yesira (lit. creation, making, formation, generation) seems to possess the
talismanic effect of acting as a powerful catalyst for creativity in her possessor.

In this spirit, I have entitled my translation of Sefer Yesira as the Book of Creativity.
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How the Golem got out of the Ghetto

Ramon Llull, Ars Brevis 13

Ramon Llull (1252-1316) might have been inspired to make his
pioneering breakthroughs in symbolic logic after encountering
Sefer Yesira during a mission to the Jews of Barcelona sometime
around 1273.

Barcelona was the city to which Abraham Abulafia (1240-1290)

had moved to in 1271 to join an occult Jewish circle engaged in
intense study of Sefer Yesira as the fount of a meditative discipline,
they having collected and studied all commentaries on the book
then extant.

We only possess the tantalising incipit of a work sent by Llull

to the "wise Jews of Barcelona", one of whom was a certain
"Master Bon Jue Salamon". This was Rabbi Yehuda Salmon,
Abulafia's patron, to whom Abulafia had dedicated his important
short epistle, This is to Yehuda.

In any case, the historical evidence is enough to indicate that both
Abulafia and Llull happened to be in the same city at the same time,
circulating in shared social circles exactly at the peak of their
intellectual prowess in life.

An encounter with this diagram from Gan Naul (1289), one of Abraham Abulafia's multiple
commentaries on Sefer Yesira, might have been instrumental for Llull's radical conceptual
leap in combinatory logic made in his influential work Ars Brevis (1308) that left a
profound impression on the likes of Pico, Bruno and even Leibniz, who wrote his
dissertation on the Art of Combinations (1666), the precursor of modern digital computing.

A Latin translation of Sefer Yesira British Library Add. 11416 was prepared by
one Rabbi Isaac in Rome in 1488 and might have been accessible to Pico.
Pico had commissioned the Jewish convert Flavius Mithradates to translate
Abraham Abulafia's commentary on Sefer Yesira Vat.ebr.191 into Latin.

Judaea Vincit
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Sefer Yesira made its first appearance in print in Italy in 1516.



A chapter of Sefer Yesira in Hebrew and in Latin translation
features in the ambitious polyglot Genoa Psalter produced
by the learned Italian Bishop Agostino Giustiniani.

Gershom Scholem made the identification during one of his
manifold researches on Sefer Yesira.
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A complete Latin translation of Sefer Yesira was first printed by Postell in 1552
in Paris, without including the Hebrew source. These preemptive Christian
publications put pressure on the Italian Jewish community to muster an
effective response to the divulgence of their secret text.
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The first Hebrew print edition of Sefer Yesira, accompanied by
traditional commentaries, was published in Mantua in 1562.
Everything changed then.
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How to Make a Golem

The idea of the Golem constitutes the pinnacle of Jewish Mysticism
Prof. Yehuda Liebes

For our purposes, a Golem can be arbitrarily defined as an artificial conscious
being, an intelligent form created from matter by humans, by combining and
reciting letters of the alphabet.

The Golem is the magical secret of Sefer Yesira.

As to whether it is really possible to create one, I wish you good luck with that quest!
But even more interesting is a cryptic text on the Golem by Rabbi Eleazar of Worms

(1176-1238), embedded in his commentary to Sefer Yesira Munich Cod. Hebr. 81,
that was destined to deeply impact the trajectory of Western thought:
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The one working the Book of Creativity should purify herself, donning
white robes (Kohelet 9:8)

Do not work it alone, but with a few others, as is said:

the souls (bodies) we converted (formed) in Haran (Genesis 12:5)

two are better than one (Kohelet 4:9)

It is not good for a man to be alone - I will make him a helper (Genesis 2:18)
Which is why the Book of Genesis begins with B(2): Beginning Creation...
She should take virgin soil from a hilly region not ploughed by man

Mix the earth into living water (from a spring) and knead a form (Golem)
Begin to revolve the alphabet in 221 unique combinations for each
organ, each organ by itself with the letter associated with it in

the Book of Creativity

First with the consonants AB, then with the vocalizations of the vowels
OO AA EE EI AH UH

Hide forever the letters of the Name of God with them
EY, AY and all the alphabet, then permute AY and AO and AH, all of them
Then appoint B, then C, every organ with the letter it was created with

Work everything in Purity!
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An alternate version British Library Harley 5510 of Rabbi Eleazar's
Golem recipe says:

Take earth from the foot of a mountain that is virgin soil, sprinkle
it throughout your home, while also purifying your body

From that pure dust make the Golem (form) of the creature that
you are intent upon creating and animating

For each limb that you wish to enliven, pronounce the letter
enthroned upon it

Use the letters of the Divine Name as a notary to join with the 6
vowels OU AH AE EE OH EH so that you will pronounce all 6
variations of all the letters of the Divine Name from the
enthroned letter in its vowelizations. How so?

If the letter ruling the organ that you wish to animate is A then
pronounce first OU YU and then all the 221 connected letters of
the alphabet with their vowelizations together with the letters of
the Divine Name YHVH

After this pronounce UH HU, then UH VO, then UH HU that you
pronounced, together with the 4 letters of the Divine Name

Then do so with the pronounciations AH AY AH AV AH and so on
for all 6 pronunciations
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Once Flavius Mithridates translated Rabbi Eleazar's
Golem recipe into Latin for his master Pico in 1486,
the Golem was out of the Ghetto.

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The Hermeticist Lodovico Lazzarelli (1447-1500) also
paraphrased and published Rabbi Eleazar's passage in his

Crater Hermetis (1505), infusing Hebrew Golem magic even
further afield.

Abraham, too, in his book titled Sepher Izira - that is to say, the
Book of Formation - teaches that this is how new men are formed:
one must go to a desolate mountain, where no beasts of burden
graze, and from its midst one must dig up Adama, that is to say
red and virginal earth, then a man must be formed from it, and
letters must be ritually inscribed on his limbs.
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Rabbi Eleazar's Golem recipe first entered print in Hebrew in
Emek HaMelech (1648), Rabbi Naphtali Bacharach's comprehensive
compendium of Jewish esoteric traditions, making it further
accessible to both Jewish and Christian Kabbalists.

The very same passage was then translated and published in Latin by
Knorr von Rosenroth in his Kabbalah Denudata (1684), achieving wide
circulation throughout the West.
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An alternate vector for the direct transmission of Rabbi Eleazar's Golem
text to Pico and Lazarelli is the Jewish polymath Yohanan Alemanno
(1435-1504) from Florence, who cites a more involved version of the Golem
recipe in his personal notebook Bodleian Library, Oxford Reggio 23:

The medieval Jewish mystic Abraham Abulafia further synthesized the Golem letter
magic traditions inspired by Sefer Yesira into a full-fledged path of meditative practice.

In one manuscript held by the Vatican in Rome Vat. Ebr. 528 we can spot Abulafia
at work incorporating the idea of the Golem into his conceptual corpus:

At the beginning of creating, the adept must know well the values, combinations and
transformations of the Hebrew letters and how to build them up

The totality of the alphabet, constituting 231 gates of letters, is inscribed in the circle
of the gth sphere, divided into 60 sections

She needs to know to combine all the letters of the alphabet, each by itself, until she
completes combining all the gates

Take pure earth and flour, spin the wheel (volvelle) around itself, and start combining
Combine all the 231 gates to receive the inrush of wisdom

Upon receiving the inrush, read speedily the wheel of velocity which is the holy spirit
Afterwards take a flask of pure water and fill it with a small spoonful of earth

Know the weight of the earth before pouring it and know the capacity of the ladle
used to measure it

After filling it (with water), let it (the earth) fall at ease into the water and blow gently
upon it (the earth) as you drop it upon the face of the water

(Divine) Name, in a single breath until your breath is completed, with
your face pointing earthwards

Begin from head to head (of the letters) until you complete the first 8

Challenge in 2015 as introduced in Zhang et al. (2015).
This dataset contains 598,000 examples which is an or-
der of magnitude larger than any other datasets we tested
on. When visualizing performance as a function of number
of training examples in Figure 5, we observe a “capacity
ceiling” where the test accuracy of our approach only im-
proves by a little over 1% across a four order of magnitude
increase in training data. Using the full dataset, we achieve
95.22% test accuracy. This better than a BoW TFIDF base-
line at 93.66% but slightly worse than the 95.64% of a lin-
ear classifier on top of the 500,000 most frequent n-grams
up to length 5.

The observed capacity ceiling is an interesting phenomena
and stumbling point for scaling our unsupervised represen-
tations. We think a variety of factors are contributing to
cause this. Since our model is trained only on Amazon
reviews, it is does not appear to be sensitive to concepts

specific to other domains. For instance, Yelp reviews are of

businesses. where details like hospitality, location, and at-
mosphere are important. But these ideas are not present in
reviews of products. Additionally, there is a notable drop
in the relative performance of our approach transitioning
from sentence to document datasets. This is likely due to
our model working on the byte level which leads to it fo-
cusing on the content of the last few sentences instead of
the whole document. Finally, as the amount of labeled data
increases, the performance of the simple linear model we
train on top of our static representation will eventually satu-
rate. Complex models explicitly trained for a task can con-
tinue to improve and eventually outperform our approach
with enough labeled data.

With this context, the observed results make a lot of sense.

Every translation is a radical yet fallible act of faith and interpretation, providing a snapshot
of the translator's current level of understanding and being.

Translation entails transplanting allegorical roots into foreign soils and praying that they
flourish into radiant trees in their new garden.

The act of translation is inevitably doomed to failure, especially of a text that is in and
aspires to be the exemplary philosophical representative of the ultimate natural language:
Hebrew.

But as Kafka quips, a translation, however flawed, might just provide a rickety bridge for
a seeker in desperate need of carrying a taste of something good over, doubling the original
pathway.

My translation of Sefer Yesira has a rather simple, specific and limited aim:
to supply an English rendition of Sefer Yesira that can be voiced aloud as poetry.
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Sefer Yesira alludes to the centrality of vocality by using 32, the number of teeth in the
human mouth, to represent the totality of the permutive paths of all 22 Hebrew letters
and the first 10 numbers.
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In our rushed age of digitally screened distraction, analog mediums like print and utterance
can serve as a refuge for the soul to seek shelter in. This book is therefore accompanied by a
real human female voice recording of my English translation of Sefer Yesira.
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The flourishment of pioneering and extraordinary scholarship by modern
researchers of Kabbalah has already mapped out the remarkable network
of Sefer Yesira's influences in intricate detail. I have highlighted some stellar
exemplars of academic research on Sefer Yesira worth pursuing further in
the select bibliography.

I am particularly grateful to Prof. Moshe Idel for generously providing me
with his supremely erudite yet humble guidance, patience and friendship
ever since I had the good fortune to attend his undergraduate course on
Abraham Abulafia at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem in 1997.

Prof. Idel was kind enough to conduct a 4 part Zoom seminar dedicated
entirely to Sefer Yesira from his home in Jerusalem at the height of one of
the severe waves of the pandemic in 2021 that was instrumental in setting
the parameters for my translation and the frame of my introduction.

The Earliest Version of Sefer Yesirah:

Text, Format, Structure, and Genre:

ABSTRACT: Sefer Yesirah (The Book of Formation) was known
throughout the Middle Ages in three primary versions: two similar
in their internal arrangement—the “short recension” and the “long
recension”; and the third, which differed in its internal arrangement
from the other two, and is known as “Saadia’s recension,” which
scholarly consensus has determined to be the product of late
redaction and artificial arrangement. This study aims to establish
the opposite chronology, that the version known as “Saadia’s
recension” reflects the oldest form of Sefer Yesirah.

In the first part of the article, I outline the general contours of
the history of scholarship on the so-called “Saadia’s recension,”
which I suggest should instead be called “the earliest Genizah-
attested version,” following the discovery of early attestations to
this version among the fragments of the Cairo Genizah. (A more
detailed account of the reception history of this version from the
Cairo Genizah to its copying in the early modern period is offered
in the appendix).

In the second part, I discuss the unique structure of this earliest
version and present a novel structural division of the treatise into
four chapters, each of which is further divided into several sections.
As I propose, each of the four chapters is organized around the
same fixed series of lemmata, which in principle flow from the

I have chosen to translate the oldest witness to Sefer Yesira yet discovered: the Cairo Geniza
Sefer Yesira Scroll Cambridge Taylor Schechter Geniza fragments 21.56, 32.5 and 12.813.

A scribal mistake brilliantly identified in the text of the Cairo Geniza Sefer Yesira scroll

(or rotulus to be more precise) by Prof. Avishai Bar Asher and documented in his Sherlockian
academic detective work indicates that the scroll itself seems to be a generation or two removed
from its original composition, since all subsequent recensions of Sefer Yesira repeat the same
scribal mistake, inserting a paragraph regarding the voicing of the dental palate from an
upcoming section right into the middle of a list enumerating the 10 liminal counts.

Additional scribal errors of copying, spelling, abbreviation, haste, and omission also indicate
the scroll's relative distance from the original.

Until we discover the Ur manuscript of Sefer Yesira, which would undoubtedly constitute
a find of historic and astounding proportions, the Cairo Geniza scroll remains the best
approximation of the original composition we yet possess.

I have accepted most of the perceptive editorial proposals made by Prof. Avishai Bar Asher
in his research articles on the Cairo Geniza Sefer Yesira scroll and have implemented his
suggested reconstruction of the flow of the Hebrew text in my English translation.

I have collated the Hebrew text of the Cairo Geniza Sefer Yesira scroll transcribed by the
scholars Avraham Haberman, Nehemia Aloni, Tzvi Langermann and Avishai Bar Asher in their
respective critical editions of the scroll and have placed the Hebrew to face my English
translation, allowing for direct comparison by the reader.

I have further triangulated and added to the Hebrew text of the Cairo Geniza scroll by
consulting British Library manuscript Or. 1263 (copied somewhere in Byzantium in the year 1433)

from the same manuscript family lineage identified by Prof. Bar Asher.

The facsimile of this beautiful manuscript in Karaite hand is placed at the end of this book as a
reference for readers of Hebrew.

The Hebrew text I have determined is the one I have translated into English.

Any errors in collation, transcription, translation and interpretation are mine alone.
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The following critical editions of the Cairo Geniza scroll's Hebrew text have been my
constant, comforting, and strengthening companions over the course of the two years

The apparatus of the invention consists of a wheel
having a hub with radially disposed spokes which are
provided with a plurality of circumferential rim seg-
ments. These rim segments carry, between the spokes,
rim elements which are rigid relative to their outer
support surfaces, and defined in their outer contour to
form a part of the circle forming the wheel diameter.
The rim segments have provided for each of the rim
elements an independent drive means selectively oper-
able when the element is in ground contact to rotat-
ably drive the rim element in a direction of movement
perpendicularly lateral to the normal plane of rotation
and movement of the wheel. This affords the wheel
omnidirectional movement.
